The program will cover topics such as Hardware, Linux Installation and Package Management, GNU & Linux commands, devices, Linux File systems and the X Window System.  This course is the basics of Linux and is intended for anyone who is either very new to Linux or is limited in their skills.
Linux Professional Institute 102 This hands-on 40 hour course will prepare the learner with the necessary skills to take the LPIC-1 102 exam.  The program will cover topics such as configuring the Linux kernel, TCP/IP configuration, shell scripting, printing, troubleshooting and security. Pre-Requisites:  

There are no specific prerequisites for the LPIC1, although candidates should be able to perform these tasks: work at the Linux command line; perform easy maintenance tasks: help out users, add users to a larger system, backup and restore, shutdown and reboot; and install and configure a workstation (including X) and connect it to a LAN, or a stand-alone PC via modem to the Internet
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
